TOPICS DISCUSSED 
 

1. Minutes.  Minutes with correction of a misspelling were accepted by consensus. 

 

2. Hiring of CoC Consultant.  Settle reported that there was a mis-posting on jobing.com. Jobing.com has re-

posted and included an area in which respondents can submit an outline/timeline and unit cost rate. All 

applicants were notified by both jobing.com and the TPCH Administrative Coordinator. 

• Next steps: a.) TPCH Administrative Coordinator will ask jobing.com to add October 31
st
 closing 

date. 

 

3. PTEH Update.  Linda reported. Leslie Carlson is making a presentation today to city and county 

community service workers regarding the Plan to End Homelessness (PTEH). Linda noted that there will be 

a luncheon Friday October 26
th
 for executive directors who were unable to attend plus government officials. 

A third luncheon will be held in December or January with the focus on the business community. The PTEH 

Subcommittee reviewed applications and recommended awarding the one-time capital funds to Compass 

Health Care. The award was made at the October 11
th
 Genera Council meeting. They continue working on 

the PTEH Advisory Committee recruitment with the goal of having the Advisory board’s first meeting in 

January. 

 

4. Cost Study. Linda reported. The committee was asked to review the study because of concerns about: 

incomplete data; inclusion of costs not directly related to homelessness; missing reports from important 

homeless services providers; differences among agencies in what was reported as homeless services; and 

different reporting periods; and lack of interpretation. One suggestion for moving forward is to complete the 

study by selecting a few good quality indicators and using ASU students to gather remaining data. The study 

also lacks interpretation, which Dr. Kelly Smith has said might be provided by the PTEH Subcommittee. 

The study has been submitted to the Arizona Department of Economic Security, which funded it, but has not 

been released publicly.  

 Participants reviewed and discussed the study. Comments included that:  

• Because of the way in which the questions were asked, some respondents included only city dollars, 

not match dollars or donations. 

• The study might be released with explanation of dollar and time restrictions as an enticement to do 

more and better understand the problem with emphasis on the “phased I” aspect of the study. 

• Interpretation should be done by a doctorate level interpreter. 

• Seek a larger grant to support PHASE II of the study 

• Move disclaimer to the front in large font if deciding to make this public (committee did not come 

to a consensus on whether this report should be public or not.) 

• Next time, send a very clear format to agencies for specific data needed. 

• The fact that agencies use different-definitions of chronically homeless must be noted. 

o Next step. Linda will share suggestions at the next PTEH Subcommittee meeting. 
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5. Old Business. Linda and Leslie completed the PTEH timelines. 

• Timeline. An updated timeline was distributed and reviewed.  Date change needed in column 4.  

Linda to correct and send to Settle for distribution.   

  Barbara Montrose noted that HUD and COPE have not completed the contract for the new 

Lifeworks program. This must be completed by the end of the year. She suggested that the 

committee request a letter of concern from TPCH executive committee if the contract not completed 

by the end of this month to ensure the each grant is in good standing with HUD.  

o Next steps: a.) Committee will request a letter of concern from the Executive Committee 

if the COPE/HUD contract is not completed by the end of October. 

• Street Count: Mary Ochoa reported. She and Mary Pat Sullivan have reviewed the process and 

selected Tuesday January 8. 2008 from 1:00-3:30 p.m. for training for new enumerators; and 

Wednesday. January 9, 2008 from 11:00 a.m. – 1:00 p.m. for a brown bag lunch training for 

experienced enumerators. They are trying to finalize the training location. The plan to do the 

debriefing on February 14,
 
2008. They will use last year’s training packet with minor adjustments.  

• Goals: The co-chairs will check over the assignment of responsibilities and the executive committee 

will discuss the goals and responsibilities at its November meeting. This committee will then review 

and track goals as they are reached.
